Through Majora we were invited for fundraising for Liberia – it was an African music concert and they raised $5,800-goal of $6,000. The people that went there were personally involved in Africa and I gave them an additional $2,500. 

Another thing we did on the African trip – when we visited India Howell, Tanzania they had a microfinance program that had $40,000 in equity – we gave them $5,000 & promised to give them 20% of their equity next February. 

I really like both of these situations and if there are churches, temples, or groups willing to raise money to put to work & go over there we’d be happy to match 20-25% of their fundraising. The problem is finding them.

Lastly, we’ll discuss any thoughts people might have for improving East Africa. I do think that East African union is important (trade, currency, economy, adoption, etc.).

“FOCUS AREAS:
In 2002, 1.1 billion people lacked access to improved water sources, which represented 17% of the global population 
In sub-Saharan Africa sanitation coverage is a mere 36%. 
In sub-Saharan Africa, 42% of the population is still without improved water 
Many poor people, children and women in particular, die without ever accessing a health facility 
Eight out of ten children, who get infections, die at home and six of them without any contact with formal health services 
Almost 90% of all child deaths are due to preventable causes - malaria, pneumonia, diarrhea, malnutrition and complications of low birth weight 
Approximately 28.6% of Tanzanians cannot read and write in any language’’
